Good conduct is a requireent to receive First or Second Honors. Therefore, a student must
receive an A (excellent) or B (good) in conduct to be eligible for honors. A student who does not
receive an A or B in Conduct will not receive First or Second Honors even though malks mig
warrant it.

Report Card DistributioNG.4)

Report cards are distributed in November, January, April, and June. Report cards will be
withheld if financial obligations have not been met and fees are outstanding.

Final report cards may not be givbefore the assigned dateladt day of the school yeain the

event that a student will leave school prior to the last day in June and all financial obligations
have been met, the student may give the teacher -adaéssed stamped envelope and the
report card can be mailed the last day of school.

Retention/PromotiofG.5)

Very few decisions we make about children are more important than recommendations to promote or
to retain a student. When a school accepts a student, that school accegisotishuity for

providing appropriate instruction to help the student achieve the prescribed goals. If the student

Therefore, the decision to retain a student presupposes that the school has done everything to

help the student achieve success, and the student still has not made satisfactory progress.

If a student is being considered for retention, teachers must bsgussing this possibility early
in the school year with the principal. Parent conferences must be held periodically, and
notification of the possibility of retention must be made no later tharJamdary, with written
notation having been made on thpa® card. Although the teacher consults with the principal,
the final decision for retaining a student rests with the principal.
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The following are specific criteria that will assist teachers as they consider a recommendation for
retention.

The studenhas failed to pass the major subjects on each grade level.

ADMISSION POLICIES (E.1, E.2, E.3)

Roman Catholischools in the Archdiocese of New York base their educational purpose and all
their activities on the Christian teaching of
love.

Thus, with discrimination so repugnant to their nature and mis€iatholic schools in this
Archdiocese do not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin, or gender
in administration of educational policies, admission policies, scholarship and loan programs, and
athletic and other schealdmiristered programs.

This policy is subscribed to by all Catholic elementary and secondary schools in the Archdiocese
of New York, whether owned or operated by the parishes within the Archdiocese, Catholic
school regions, or religious communities withie #rchdiocese.

The process for admission to the school is: parents must complete the school application form
and provide all required documents. For regional schools, this application is found online and is
processed through TADS Admissions. Followingrarrview and evaluation of the materials,

the parent will be notified in writing about the status of the child. For regional schools, this
notification occurs via email.
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While admission is on a firgtome, first served basis, the school endeavors emieference in
admission following these guidelines: first, to siblings of currently enrolled students; second, to
Catholic students whose parents are active members of the parish, or if a regional school, active
in a parish in the region; third, to Calfcostudents whose parents are active in another Catholic
parish or, if a regional school, active in a parish outside the region; and fourth; @atiaiic

students.

AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM

An after school program is available to parents. As long aglarstis engaged in school
sponsored programs or activities, the student is expected to follow school policy. Directors of
individual activities may also issue rules of behavior, which recognize the special nature of
nortclassroom activities. In instanocebere students are picked up, parents are expected to
make arrangements to pick up their children at the end of the program or activity. Students will
be released only to a parent or a person previously specified IN WRITING by the parent.
Program fees arexpected to be paid in full upon being invoiced. Past due balances will result in
your child not being allowed to participate in the program until their accounts are brought up to
date.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Informational announcements are handled through theos®.A. system. Courteous attention
is expected when any message is presented over the P.A. system, especially when prayers are
said. All announcements must be written, brought to the office and approved by the principal.

ATTENDANCE (E.5, E.6)
Excusel AbsenceA child is legally absent from school for the following reasons: sickness,

sickness or death in the family, impassable roads or extreme weather. All other absences are
unexcused.

Lateness A child should come to school even though he/she redgtb. All lateness is
recorded and marked on the report card. Parents will be consulted about chronic lateness, and
the child may be required to make up time missed.

When the child returns to school from an absence, a completedabhform must be given to

the teacher (See Appendix). This form is distributed at the beginning of the school year and
contains appropriate spaces for the chil dobés
the signature of a parent or guardia

Doctor or dental appointments should be scheduled for after school or on Saturdays. Family
vacations are not to be planned for those days when school is in session. The school provides
families with an annual calendar to ensure that does not hajipers necessary for a child to

be dismissed during the school day, the parent or adult (must be 18 years of age or older) chosen
by the parent MUST come to the school for the child. The school must be informed ahead of
time about such occurrences.

When a child is absent, parents are required to phone the school by 9:00 A.M.
Absence notes are still required in addition to the phone call.

BIRTHDAY PARTIES

Birthday parties for Grades Preik3 may be held monthly in each homeroom withtthe a c her 6 s
permission. Parents should notify the teacher in writing. Parents may bring small individual
items such as cupcakes, browni es, et c. Par en
students.

BOOKS (B.3, B.4)

All resource materialshmsen for use in academic courses must be consistent with the religious
nature of our schools. Books, DVDs, or other electrbaiged supplementary resources that
contain profanity, inappropriate sexual references, and other immoral information wonld be i
violation of this policy.

All books must be properly covered. Contact paper is NOT to be used to cover any books
obtained under N.Y.S. Textbook Loan. These books are stamped on the inside front cover. Each
child is responsible for keeping his/her ksan good condition. Books that are lost or defaced
become the liability of the student and his/her parents. If a book is lost or defaced, the school

will bill the parents for the cost.

1. ASSIGNED TEXTBOOKS: When a textbook is lent to a pupil on a g@mnanent
basis, the New York State Department of Education requires that:

aythe pupil s name be placed in the space pr
b) the teacher make a record of the number of the book

c) the teacher make a record of the condition of the book

d) in Septerber, each child will put a clean cover on each textbook received

e) in June, all textbooks are collected, extra materials and covers are removed

f) all workbooks are collected in June

2. SUPPLEMENTARY BOOKS: When books are handed out to the children for usgdurin
a specific period within the classroom, they will be immediately collected after they have
been read. If the book is to remain with the child for any length of time, his/her name
must appear in the book and the teacher should have a record of this.

3. LIBRARY BOOKS: Books may be borrowed for two weeks. Books are charged to the
child so that he/she will have the experience of signing out a library book and abiding by
due dates. If books are returned late, there will be a five cent per day fine ker boo
payable by the child. All lost library books must be paid for so that the school can
purchase a replacement copy. If the book is located after a new order is placed, the child
will be allowed to keep the old book since he/she has paid for it.

BUSES

Busing is provided within a file limit to students from their residence. The public school
district where the student resides provides and manages this service. If a student is to take a
different bus from school, a note must be submitted to theipairat the beginning of the

school day.

To obtain student transportation in school districts outside of New York City, parents must file
requests with the district in which they live by April 1 of the preceding school year or within 30

days of moving tahe district. Parents must contact their local public school district to determine
their eligibility.

Students and parents should consider riding on the school bus as a privilege and an extension of
the school. Thus, students are to demonstrate a tkdp€tristian, and safetgonscious
attitude at all times on the bus.

1 Students should do nothing to cause annoyances or distraction to the driver, as this places
the safety of all in danger.

1 In cases of extreme or persistent misbehathar school will work in consultation with
the public school district about possible consequences.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS, EMAIL, PHONE (G.1)

The office must be informed immediately if there is a change of lamdeess, email address,
cell phone number, or home telephone number for purposes of mailing and/or emergency
notification

CHARTER FOR THE PROTECTION OF CHILDREN AND YOUNG
PEOPLE (B.11)

1 Allinstitutions and programs of the Archdiocese will comply witd Safe Environment
Policies of the Archdiocese.

1 The Department of Education has developed a curriculum for the children in our parishes
and schools, entitled "Right, Safe, Good Relationships”, which providesppgepriate
instruction in child sexuabuse. The lessons in this curriculum must be given annually
to all children in all grades.

1 Parents reserve the right to remove their children from the classes. The school
administration should take care to cause as little embarrassment of these s&idents
possible.

1 If parents choose not to have their child participate in the safe environment classes, the
parents will be offered training materials, and will be asked to sign a form acknowledging
that the materials were made available to them. This falnbevmaintained in the
records of the school. If the parents decline to sign such a form, a notation of this will be
made in a record maintained by the school.

CHILD ABUSE LAWS (C.6)

Under NYS law, school personnel are legally obliged to report amgstesi cases of child

abuse or neglect to the proper agency. In so reporting, no allegation is made against a parent or
caregiver. Rather, it is a judgment by the school that the child may be presenting signs of abuse
or neglect.

CHILD CUSTODY (E.28)

At the time of school entry or at any other time when a change in custody status/arrangements
occurs, it is the responsibility of the parent(s) to provide the principal with a copy of the legal
document from the parent for any student for which theeelégal custody agreement or for any
student not residing with his/her parent.

School communication with the appropriate guardian is essential. Accordingly:
1. Custodial parents must identify in writing other adults who may have access to
information regading their child.
2. Noncustodial parents may receive information (when requested) regarding the child
unless specific documentation to the contrary is provided in the legal custody agreement.

Non-custodial parents may pick up a child only if written pesiois has been granted by the
custodial parent.

COMMUNICATIONS (H.3, H.4)

Since, as parents, you are the childbds first
regular communication with you i®gencan essentia
Scheduled parent conferences allow teachers and parents to discuss student achievement as well
as to develop means to assist students in areas of difficulty.

A parent may request a meeting with a teacher at any time by simply sending a nete to th
teacher in question and the teacher will arrange for this meeting outside class time at a mutually
convenient time. The meeting should take place in the classroom or someplace that ensures
privacy; never in a hallway or on the street. A parent whefised such a meeting should

notify the principal.

Parentteacher conferences will be scheduled each year in conjunction with report card
distribution to provide an opportunity for-gepth discussion of student growth. Patteaicher
conferences areqeaired at the end of the first marking period. Teachers are expected to be
reasonably available to parents throughout the school year in order to keep open the lines of
communication in the best interest of the students.

CONFIDENTIALITY (G.3)

There is a pfessional, legal and moral ethic that requires all persons to safeguard all student
information of a privileged nature.

It is imperative that such information be regarded as a sacred trust.

1 If there is evidence of knowledge that could impact thethealsafety of any person, the
teacher has the responsibility to share the information with the principal.

1 Under Section 423 of the Child Protective Services Act, school officials are required to
report when they have reasonable cause to suspect thit eoching before them in
their professional or official capacity is an abused or maltreated child (See section on
Child Abuse).
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The rules that govern privileged information apply, as well, to any personal or academic
information that is discovered thrdugaily classroom instruction or other social interaction with
students, parents or peers. Always, the sense of confidentiality should prevail.

CONTACTS WITH THE MEDIA (H.2)

Parents have the right to exclude their children from videotaping, audidirggoschool

pictures, other photography or participation involving printed materials or on the internet.
Parents should provide such documentation to the school office; otherwise, they must fill out the
media authorization release forthenrolled in aregional school, this media authorization and
release was embedded within the online registration process, so the written form is not required,
unless a family wishes to change their preference during the course of the schd®dngrds. of
students enitted in Universal Pr&indergarten Classes should fill out the media authorization
form at the end of this handbook.

CRISIS/IEMERGENCY INFORMATION (B.9, E.7)

Should acrisis require evacuation frothe school building, students will be brought to a safe
place located abaint Ann Churcland parents/guardian should meet them at that location.

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Before 7:55am and after 2:40pm the school does not have staff available to watch out for
problems on school grounds or to supervise children on school grounds. Students must not
arrive on the school grounds prioricb5amand parents must arrangekaip at dismissal times.

To avoid interruption during the school day, any messages, forgotten lunches, books boots, etc.,
must be taken to the office and not to the classrooms while school is in session. The school
office will see to it thathe child receives these items.

DISCIPLINE CODE FOR STUDENT CONDUCT (E.12, E.13 E.18

The goal of discipline in a Catholic school is for students to leardisglipline, which
strengthens and promotes the values incorporated in our Catholicoiathunity. As the

school builds community, it develops in students the awareness that sensible rules serve to
safeguard the individual's freedom and provide an atmosphere conducive to learning.
Disciplinary measures should have as an end the developntéetioiman person who respects
one's self, other persons and those in authority.

By enrolling a child in this school, the parent agrees to be supportive of the rules and regulations
that we deem as critical in the spiritual, academic, and behavioralgodwte child.

Teachers discipline students directly for minor classroom disruptions (i.e., not coming prepared
to class; not being in the complete school uniform; not completing assigned homework; minor
verbal disputes with other classmates; etcgrefts are notified of classroom problems by the
teacher and are asked to help the teacher to ensure that inappropriate behavior is modified.

Teachers are not permitted to use corporal punishment on any child. Perceived acts of corporal
punishment shoulte reported to the principal of the school immediately by students and/or
parents.

It happens that some classroom discipline issues are referred to the administration of this school.
This would include chronic minor problems listed above or major pmab(ee., chronic

lateness; verbal abuse of the teacher by a child; signs of disrespect to a teacher or another adult
on the staff; fighting; physical, sexual, or verbal harassment or bullying of a fellow student;
violent behavior; stealing; smoking; vatidm; or the possession of drugs, drug paraphernalia,
cigarettes, alcohol, dangerous items or a weapon). The administration handles such matters in a
variety of ways depending on the severity of the incident.

The school employs a progressive disciplipgtesm for minor acts of misbehavior in order to
encourage students to change inappropriate behavior so that sanctions do not increase in severity.
For acts such as these students are often given conduct referral, detention, demerits, etc.
Repeated violatin of these rules and regulations may result in suspension from school or the
nonre-registration of the child for the next school year.

For more serious acts of misbehavior such as, but not limited to, fighting, stealing, vandalism,
and harassment, theudent is immediately suspended for a period of one to five days. In cases

of vandalism, the parent must pay the full cost of the repair or replacement of the item before the
child may return to school. In cases of theft, the item is either returnedacgndition or the

cost of replacement is borne by the parent before the child can return to school.

In cases where a child engages in a fight which causes injury to another child or adult, the police
may be summoned and, then, the parents will beiedtifLikewise, the possession of drugs or
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alcohol by a child is reported to the police. The school reserves the right to request an expulsion
from the Superintendent of Schools for such an offense.

In cases in which a child brings a weapon to schthelpolice are summoned, and then the
parents are called. The school reserves the right to request expulsion by the Superintendent of
Schools for any serious offense.

It is the expectation of this school that student behavior is exemplary both on aodouff

grounds. A student always represents the entire school community. Therefore, the school
reserves the right to discipline students for acts such as, but not limited to: stealing, fighting,
vandalism, bullying or any other type of threatening appropriate misconduct (personally, via
telephone, or the internet). Such misconduct could result in punishments including suspension
and/or expulsion.

Lastly, a childbs arrest for a crime on or of
theschool , at any time could result in the chil
of a crime on or off of school grounds, within or beyond the vicinity of the school, will likely
result in a childds expul sion.

DRESS CODE(E.20)

Your school miform confirms your attendance at the school and is a symbol of unity within the
school community. It minimizes distractions in the learning process. It is important that you
take pride in your appearance by wearing your complete uniform always renrepthat by

wearing it inside and outside the classroom and the school you are representing the school and
your behavior should be a credit to both yourself and the school community.

IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS 2018-19

The following immunization requirements are mandated by law for all students bebween the ages of 2 months and 18
years. Children must be excluded from school if they do not meet these requirements. To be considerad fully
immunized, a child must have an immunization history that includes all of the following vaccines. The child's
immunization record should be evaluated according to the grade they are attending this school year.

PROVISIONAL REQUIREMENTS

MNew students may enter school or child care provisionally with documentation of at least this initial series of
immunizations. Once admitted provisicnally, subsequent vaccines must be administered in accordance with the
Advisory Commitiee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) “catch up® schedule for the child to be considered “in
process” and remain in school (refer to for schedule). Atemative schedules are not acceptable. Students must
complete the entire series to comply with the law. Students who have not been immunized within the provisional
period must be issued exclusion letters and excluded from school or child care unfil they comply with the
reguirements.
